PUBLIC COMMENT

Chairman Brandstedter invited the public to ask questions or offer comments about any item on the agenda as the board considers each item. He advised that the board would recognize the public at the conclusion of the agenda items for any questions or concerns about non-agenda items. 

RESOLUTION OF RECOGNITION – Zion Lutheran Church

Mr. Brandstedter read a resolution of recognition for Zion Lutheran Church’s 175th Anniversary. Mr. Brandstedter made a motion, seconded by Mr. Inch, to adopt resolution of recognition for the 175th Anniversary of Zion Lutheran Church, Manchester Township, York County.  

Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Ms. McCune, to approve the minutes of the regular scheduled September 13, 2022 meeting as presented.  

Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS 
Canal Road Betterment Project Developer’s Agreement
As summarized in item #2 of the manager’s report, Solicitor Young has received a September 21, 2022 updated draft developer’s agreement for the Canal Road Betterment Group with the anticipation of a proposed agreement for the Board’s consideration. Mr. Miller made a motion, seconded by Ms. Brennan, to have the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson execute the Canal Road Betterment Developer’s Agreement condition to East Manchester and Conewago Township’s prior execution.  
Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

Barry Rudisill, 530 Dellinger Road, was present to express appreciation to the Board for acting to conditionally approve the Canal Road Betterment developer’s agreement.  
2023 Budget

As summarized in item #3 of the manager’s report, Mr. James provided a synopsis of the 2023 budget process with a draft budget presentation on October 11th, proposed budget on November 8th and final budget adoption on December 13th. 

Mr. James advised that the 2023 draft budget shows a total budget of $18,359,880 or an increase of $1,192,220 from 2022. Mr. James reported that general fund budget total is $13,289,240 is an increase of 5.9% from 2022. Mr. James also reported among the items that would have an impact on the 2023 General Fund budget are: a) increase in both police and fire budgets; b) increase in planning due to process of updating the township comprehensive plan; c) increase in insurances; d) increase in overall costs of supplies, fuels and services; e) increase in sewer costs; and f) increase in capital reserve projects and purchases. Mr. James reported the draft budget maintains 2022 tax levels but does recommend a mid-year increase of $25 a quarter to sanitary sewer customers based on the impact of the York City Sewer System sale to PA American Water Company in May 2022. Mr. Brandstedter and Mr. Inch will meet with Mr. James for further budget discussions.
NEW BUSINESS 
Core 5 Codorus Creek Phase 4 – Final Land Development Plan (Review #2022-19)
Joshua Hoffman of Pennoni and Associates was present to present the final land development plan for Core 5 Codorus Creek Phase 4. Mr. Hoffman explained the proposed Phase 4 project is to construct a 300,469 square foot warehouse at 600 Busser Road. Mr. Hoffman stated that this phase is located entirely in Manchester Township.

Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Ms. McCune, to approve the Core 5 Phase 4 final land development plan (Review #2022-19) at 600 Busser Road, subject to the completion of outstanding items.

Motion carried.  Ayes-4 Nays-1 (Brandstedter opposed).
Providence Presbyterian Church – Final Land Development Plan (Review #2022-18)

Tom Englerth of Site Design Concepts was present to present the final land development plan for Providence Presbyterian Church, 1215 Church Road.  Mr. Englerth explained the land development plan is regarding a proposed 2,664 square foot pavilion on church property.  Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Mr. Inch, to approve the following waivers:  
a) SALDO 22-406 – Submittal of a preliminary land development plan.

b) SALDO 22-703.2.1 – Curbing along township streets.
c) SALDO 22-705.E.4 – Clear sight triangles along access drives

d) SALDO 22-709.1 – Sidewalk along township streets

e) SWMO 26-131.11 – BMPs in the building setbacks.

f) SWMO 26-306.G – Storm sewer shall have a minimum pipe diameter of 15”.

Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Mr. Inch, to approve the Providence Presbyterian Church final land development plan (Review #2022-18) located at 1215 Church Road.

Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

Resolution #2022-11 – Distribution of 2022 State Municipal Pension Aid

As summarized in item #5 of the manager’s report, Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Mr. Inch, to adopt Resolution #2022-11 authorizing the distribution of the 2022 state pension aid to the respective employee pension plans.
Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

Shentel Communications Franchise Agreement 

As summarized in item #6 of the manager’s report, Mr. Inch made a motion, seconded by Mr. Miller, to set a public hearing date for November 8, 2022 and authorize the advertisement of proposed ten (10) year cable franchise agreement (2022-2031) between Shenandoah Cable Television, LLC (Shentel) and Manchester Township.
Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

Resolution #2022-12 – Act 57 of 2022 – Property Tax Penalty Waiver Provisions

As summarized in item #7 of the manager’s report, Solicitor Young provided detail on the state requirement to pass a resolution supporting Act 57 of 2022.  Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Mr. Inch, to adopt Resolution #2022-12 – Property Tax Penalty Waiver Provisions to be effective January 9, 2023.
Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

Animal Control Service Contract – 2023

As summarized in item #8 of the manager’s report, Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Ms. McCune, to authorize the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson to execute the 2023 agreement for animal control services with Klugh Animal Control Services.
Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

CPA Appointment Notice Authorization

As summarized in item #9 of the manager’s report, Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Mr. Inch, to authorize that the appropriate advertisement be placed in compliance with the thirty (30) day public notice of the board’s intent to appoint firm of the board’s direction.
Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.

2022 Sanitary Sewer Maintenance Projects

As summarized in item #15 of the manager’s report,  Engineer Treglia provided a synopsis on the bid opening for the 2022 sanitary sewer projects.  Mr. Treglia stated only one bidder submitted a bid and the overall bid submission came in 45% over engineer estimates.  Mr. Treglia recommended rebidding the project except for the State Street project due to its priority sinkhole repair.  Ms. Brennan made a motion, seconded by Mr. Brandstedter, to accept bid proposal from Kinsley Construction for State Street Sewer project for $313,685.91 and prepare to rebid other projects in 2023.

Motion carried.  Ayes-5 Nays-0.  
RECOGNITION OF PUBLIC PRESENT 
In accordance with Act 93 of 1998 (Sunshine Law), Mr. Brandstedter recognized any participants who wished to address the board.  Sharon Herman, 493 Spring House Lane, was present to present a petition from thirty-six (36) residents of Eagles View Development requesting the township to address the lantern fly issue in the Eagles View Area.  Marianne Knoeppel, 610 Rishel Drive, also expressed concern with the impact on dog’s health from consuming lantern flies.    
MANAGER’S REPORT

The board directed township staff to contact appointed officials with expiring terms for consideration of another term on respected board, commissions or authority.

Police Chief Lash reported on recent activity with Northern York County Regional Police Department.  

Mr. James also reported on the completion of Susquehanna Trail traffic study; development of sewer capacity analysis for Springettsbury Township Sewer shed; and municipal authority legal representation status.
